Preface

Conflict, Change and Cooperation in Southeastern Bwpe and in the Middle East
(17" — 20" centuries)

The notion of conflict has been almost proverbidibund to the region of Southeastern
Europe (as commonly known, to the Balkans) andh¢oMiddle East in the European con-
science for about two centuries now. Despite gaglieounters, like the crusades or com-
mercial relations, this geographically wide regiamjich was mostly identical to the great-
est ambits of the late Ottoman Empire, has becomenymous with ethnic and religious
tension and with perennial discord and conflictie modern period — at least on the men-
tal map of European public opinion. This notion basely changed nowadays yet.

Conflict was one of the keywords of the one-day Fildent conference, hosted by the
Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, Universi Szeged. Our aim with this confer-
ence was to bring together a group of young schdtadiscuss the developments behind
this notion and to investigate the diverse hiswirthis vast territory.
